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1. Statement of Intent
Rokita School of Dance recognises the importance of protecting the privacy, dignity and safety of all students whilst also celebrating achievements and promoting dance activities through photography, video and social media.
This policy sets out how photographs, videos and social media content will be managed responsibly and in accordance with safeguarding and data protection requirements.
The welfare and safety of children will always take priority over promotional or marketing considerations.

2. Purpose of this Policy
The aims of this policy are to:
· Protect children, young people and vulnerable adults.
· Respect the privacy of all participants.
· Ensure photographs and videos are used appropriately.
· Promote safe and responsible use of social media.
· Support safeguarding responsibilities.
· Comply with UK GDPR and Data Protection legislation.

3. Scope of this Policy
This policy applies to:
· Adult students
· Children and young people
· Parents and guardians
· Visitors
· Schools and venues
· Future staff, volunteers or assistants
The policy covers:
· Photographs
· Videos
· Social media content
· Websites
· Marketing materials
· Digital communications

4. Photography Consent
Rokita School of Dance will seek consent before photographs or videos are used for promotional purposes.
Consent will normally be collected through registration forms.
Consent may be requested for:
· Website content
· Social media posts
· Printed marketing materials
· Posters and flyers
· Promotional videos
· Performance publicity
Participation in classes does not automatically imply consent for marketing use.

5. Withdrawal of Consent
Parents, guardians and adult participants have the right to withdraw consent at any time.
Requests should be submitted in writing to:
rokitaschoolofdance@gmail.com
Where consent is withdrawn:
· Future use of images will cease where reasonably practicable.
· Existing printed materials already produced may not be capable of being withdrawn.
· Previously published social media content may not always be removable immediately but reasonable efforts will be made.

6. Appropriate Use of Images
Images used by Rokita School of Dance should:
· Be positive and respectful.
· Reflect dance activities appropriately.
· Promote a safe and inclusive environment.
· Avoid images that may cause embarrassment or distress.
Photographs should not:
· Place children at risk.
· Be used in a misleading way.
· Be used in a manner that could be considered exploitative.
· Contain inappropriate content.

7. Identification of Children
To support safeguarding:
· Full names will not normally be published alongside photographs of children.
· Personal contact information will never be published.
· Addresses and personal details will not be shared.
· Care will be taken to avoid identifying locations where this could create safeguarding concerns.

8. Photography During Classes and Events
Photographs and videos may occasionally be taken during:
· Dance classes
· Workshops
· Performances
· Demonstrations
· School events
· After-school clubs
All photography should be conducted respectfully and without disrupting activities.
Where concerns arise, photography may be restricted or prohibited.

9. Photography by Parents and Guardians
Parents and guardians may occasionally wish to photograph or film their own child during performances or special events.
Where permitted:
· Images should remain for personal use only.
· Content should not be shared in a way that compromises the privacy or safety of other children.
· The wishes of other families should be respected.
Rokita School of Dance reserves the right to restrict photography where safeguarding concerns arise.

10. Social Media Principles
Social media can be a positive way to celebrate achievements, promote classes and engage with the dance community.
All social media activity should:
· Be professional.
· Be respectful.
· Support safeguarding responsibilities.
· Reflect the values of Rokita School of Dance.

11. Professional Boundaries
To protect both students and teachers:
· Personal social media communication with children is not permitted.
· Communication regarding classes should take place through parents, guardians or approved communication channels.
· Professional boundaries will be maintained at all times.
Children should not be encouraged to engage with personal accounts belonging to teachers.

12. Online Conduct
The following behaviour is not acceptable:
· Bullying
· Harassment
· Discrimination
· Offensive comments
· Sharing private information
· Inappropriate tagging of children
· Posting content that damages the reputation of others
Concerns regarding online behaviour may be addressed through safeguarding or complaints procedures where appropriate.

13. Data Protection
Photographs and videos are considered personal data where individuals can be identified.
Rokita School of Dance will:
· Store digital content securely where reasonably practicable.
· Restrict access where appropriate.
· Use content only for agreed purposes.
· Comply with UK GDPR obligations.
Further information can be found in the Privacy Policy.

14. Schools, Venues and Third Parties
Where activities take place in schools or other venues:
· Additional photography rules may apply.
· Venue safeguarding procedures will be respected.
· Photography may be prohibited where required by the venue.
Rokita School of Dance will comply with any safeguarding requirements imposed by partner organisations.

15. Reporting Concerns
Any concerns regarding photography, video recording or social media activity should be reported to Tamika Rokita as soon as possible.
Concerns will be:
· Taken seriously.
· Reviewed promptly.
· Managed appropriately.
· Escalated where safeguarding concerns exist.

16. Policy Review
This policy will be reviewed annually or sooner if:
· Legislation changes.
· Safeguarding guidance changes.
· Business practices change.
· Concerns indicate a need for revision.
